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The past year was one of growth
for First Tee. We increased our
roster of volunteer coaches by
almost a third, ensuring we reach
even more kids in 2023. We
mentored 456 young golfers in our
on-course programs regionally, taught the game
of golf to over 35,000 elementary and middle
school students in area schools, and grew our
golf club loan program to make sure anyone who
wants to learn can do so on an equal footing with
everyone else.
